SCBC Library Policies

Mission Statement: We provide Christian resources for our congregation and the community to deepen their commitment to cherish, connect, and change for Christ. 

Materials Selection Policy:

I. Content: The library will provide a varied collection of materials for persons of

    all ages that will:

Represent and support the work of the church in missions, education, evangelism, worship, and congregational nurture;

Encourage wholesome use of leisure time with classic and contemporary Christian resources;

Assist individuals desiring a deeper academic understanding of the Bible, church history, and the reformed theology and doctrine; and

Describe practical ways to live as Christian disciples and encourage individuals to strengthen their walk with the Lord.  

II. Authority: Information books should be up-to-date and grounded in sound scholarship. All selections should meet high standards of quality in content and format. Considerations should include the qualifications of the author/illustrator and reputation of the publisher.

III. Physical quality: All selections should have sturdy bindings and pages in good condition. Hardback books are preferred when they are available. Duplicate copies will be accepted if the duplicate is a large-print book or if the duplicate material is exceptionally well circulated. 

IV. Donations: Gifts to the library collection are to meet the same standards for book selection as those purchased.

SCBC Circulation Policy: 
With a wide range of patrons using our library, we ask that users complete all of the information on the church’s check-out sheet. Materials may be borrowed for one month. If they are not returned a library volunteer will contact the borrower and ask him to return the item. This policy is not meant to annoy users. Instead it helps us act as good stewards of these resources with which the church is blessed. 

Donation Statement: All donations are greatly appreciated; we thank you for your generosity. Due to limited space we can only accommodate materials that adhere to our mission statement and selection policy. When you donate a material, please fill out a slip if you would like the book returned to you if it is not become part of the church’s collection.

Materials Inquiry Policy: If a patron expresses a concern about a library resource, he will need to fill out a materials inquiry form. Once a form is completed, the pastor will review the information, meet with individuals as he/she sees necessary, and make a final decision. Decisions will be based upon whether or not the material meets the requirements of the mission statement and selection policy and espouses the theology of the Reformed Tradition.
